Hello everyone my name is Mark Weisner, and | am from London in England. Here is some information about my Summer Intensive English
course. We will be having 2 X 90 minute classes a day for 5 days. This is a total of 10 classes. Because this is a lower level class for beginner
students, please keep this level in mind before taking the class, if you are a higher level there are other choices on here. | will be using original
lessons, created by me, which concentrate on fun and educational activities designed to get students speaking and enjoying English
communication. | will give you sheets through Google Classrooms for each class. You will have lots of chances to speak and interact with other
students, as well as your teacher. Please do not be shy to speak, and please speak a lot each lesson as there is no need to be shy or worry about
making mistakes. This class will give you a chance to improve your English and get a head start for the new term on your English learning.
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This speaking course consists of ten classes. We will mainly use current news stories as the learning materials, which the teacher will provide.
Also, there will be short lessons on music. The lessons will be taught via Zoom and will use Google Classroom as the class's LMS. The focus of the
class will be reading, vocabulary building and discussing various news stories from around the world on a variety of topics i.e. science &
technology, social issues, politics, and general interest. Focus will be on language register, context, meaning, idioms, irony, and humour. You are
expected to both ask questions and give meaningful responses i.e give reasons for your opinion. This will be an informal class so have a coffee or
tea during class. The first class will be an orientation and introduction class with subsequent classes focused on the news. Also, if you have
questions on a topic you're interested in, your questions are welcomed.
Speaking (Advanced)
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TOPICAL FOCUS: This class will focus on English fluency. We will use an American Comedy Program called “Frasier” to improve our English skills.
We will use the TV drama as both content for discussion, but also to work on improving listening and reading skills.

Issues will come from watching the 1st season of Frasier. The drama uses comedy to explore issues relating to family, work, and adult living. The
episodes are only 20 minutes long, so we will watch one episode each class. We will then, for a short time, focus on some issues to bring attentio:
to aspects of grammar or vocabulary. The majority of each class period will be spent discussion questions deriving from the content of each
episode. The class provides a template that students can then replicate with a TV drama of their own choosing in order to study English
independently in the future.

SKILLS FOCUS: The focus of this class is English communication, so listening and speaking are emphasized; but other English skills will also be
used: writing, reading, and vocabulary will also be important. This class has three main goals:

1. Improving English discussion & communication skills

2. Advancing university-level English reading & listening

3. Study of English academic level vocabulary in context
