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Matters to Be Observed
For the Kindai Short-Term Japanese Program

The participant (hereinafter referred to as “Participant”) for the Kindai Short-Term Japanese Program
(hereinafter referred to as “Program”) must agree to the following items and submit a written oath.

If the Participant should violate any of these matters, Kindai University (hereinafter referred to as
“Kindai”) may require them to withdraw from the Program or return to their home country. The Participant
may be subjected to disciplinary punishment in accordance with the Kindai school regulations and the

Kindai student rules.

[Regulations or Disciplines]

* The Participant shall participate in the whole program. In principle, arriving late and departing early
1s not permitted.

* The Participant shall stay at the accommodation that Kindai arranged and check in/out on the specified
date.

* The Participant shall follow the regulations of the accommodation.

* During the Participant’s stay, they shall observe the laws and regulations of Japan, any area within
Japan they visit, and of Kindai.

* During the Program, the Participant shall follow the instructions by Kindai faculty members and the

Program’s organizers and shall not disturb public order and morals.

[ Expenses]

* The program fee includes the costs for tuition, educational materials (e.g., textbooks), the prescribed
Japanese culture activities, an airport shuttle bus to the Participant’s accommodation and the cost of
accommodation that are arranged by Kindai. The Participant shall pay any expenses that are not included
in the program fee.

* The Participant shall pay the whole program fee by the designated deadline by using the payment
method specified by Kindai. If the program fee is not paid by the due date, their participation in the
Program will not be accepted.

* If the Participant withdraws from the Program for his/her own reasons, a refund shall be provided in
accordance with the following, depending on the timing that the Participant notifies Kindai of their
cancellation.

Any bank processing fees shall be deducted from the refund amount noted below.

a. If the request for withdrawal is made by one day before the starting date of the Program, the whole
amount of paid program fee shall be refunded. However, the amount of non-refundable costs already
paid to arrange any items and/or services for the Participant shall be deducted.

b. If the request for withdrawal is made on or after the starting date of the Program, the program fee
shall not be returned at all.

* If Kindai cancels the Program for its own reasons or due to unavoidable circumstances or any other
matters that do not ascribe to the Participant, a refund shall be provided in accordance with the following,
depending on the timing that the Program cancellation is determined.

a. If the Program cancellation is determined by one day before the starting date of the Program, the

whole amount of paid program fee shall be refunded.



b. If the Program cancellation is determined on or after the starting date of the Program, the remaining
amount of the paid program fee shall be refunded after deducting the amount of non-refundable costs that

are already paid to arrange any items and/or services for the Participant.

[Insurance]

* Prior to the Participant’s departure, they shall obtain an overseas travel insurance that covers their
travels from the date of departure to the date of return. The insurance must cover issues including sickness,
injury and liability.

* The Program includes Japanese martial arts experience that involves practical physical movements.
The Participant shall acknowledge that any injury or death occurring as a result of participation in the
Japanese martial arts experience may fall outside the scope of the Participant’s insurance. The Participant
shall decide his/her participation in the Program based on this ineligibility and shall decide, at individual
discretion, the necessity of extra insurance that covers the Japanese martial arts experience. The

Participant should discuss this issue with their insurance provider when purchasing insurance.

[Risk Management and Disclaimer]

* The Participant shall follow the instructions of teachers, instructors and accompanying staff so that
injury or death will not occur in relation to their selves and to others while participating in or viewing any
of the Japanese culture activities.

* In the event that the Participant is injured, dies, and/or damages their property during the Program,
the largest amount of financial responsibility that Kindai bears is limited to the amount of the program fee
per person unless these damages and losses are caused by the intension or gross negligence of Kindai
teachers, instructors or accompanying staff.

* In the event that the Participant takes the life of or damages properties of or injures others during the
Program, they shall bear responsibility for the compensation of these damages and losses. The Participant
shall deal with the victim in good faith including offering an apology.

* During the Participant’s stay, if the Participant causes any damage to the accommodation, they shall

compensate for the damages in the appropriate manner.

[Accident and Sickness Management ]

* The Participant shall inform Kindai of all previous and present illness or medications in use by
mentioning them in the Kindai Short-Term Japanese Program Application Form that the Participant is
required to submit when applying for the Program. If Kindai judges the Program is not appropriate for the
Participant in terms of their health condition and withdraws their application, the Participant shall comply
with Kindai’s decision.

* If the Participant needs to be on medication during the Program period, the Participant shall prepare
in advance and bring enough medical supplies for the duration of their stay and a letter of reference from
their doctor.

* Kindai cannot guarantee that the Participant’s symptoms of a previous or present illness will not
worsen during the program period.

* If the Participant experiences poor physical condition during their participation in the Program, they
shall report to Kindai honestly and participate in the Program within the degree to which pressure is not
imposed on the Participant emotionally and physically.

* The Participant shall not hold Kindai responsible in the event that they experience physical damages

because of their neglect of the instructions of teachers, instructors and accompanying staff.



* In a case where medical treatments or operations are required, if time limitations do not allow for
obtainment of a consent from the Participant or their guarantor, the Participant shall consent to the

treatment or operation chosen at the discretion of Kindai staff in charge.

[Handling of Personal Information]

* Personal information provided on the application form or any other documents submitted to Kindai
shall be used for only the purpose of processing the overall administration procedures and carrying out the
Program. The documents submitted should also include those addressed to the companies providing
Japanese language classes and Japanese cultural experiences, as well as to the accommodation facilities,
and should be submitted through Kindai.

* The Participant shall be responsible for the visa application if required. If the Participant withdraws
their participation in the Program, the required documents for the visa application that they received from
Kindai shall be returned to Kindai.

[The Use of Photographs and Videos]

* The photos and videos taken by the Program organizers during the Program period shall be used not
only for the Program itself, but also for the purpose of academic studies, reference for the improvement of
the Program in the future, activities reports and publication/promotion carried out by Kindai faculty
members, the Program’s organizers and the Kindai University martial arts clubs.

* When the Participant uses the photos and videos taken by the Program organizers during the
Program period, they are to be for private use only and the photos/videos shall not be used for
derogatory purposes or to harm others.

* The Participant is responsible for using the photos and videos taken by the Participant
themselves during the Program period. The photos/videos shall not be used for derogatory purposes
or to harm others. Kindai has no liability in regard to the leakage of personal information and the

invasion of privacy caused by the Participant.
